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Introduction

Everyone loves Bandhavgarh and its tigers. Wildlifers, scientists, foot
soldiers of the park, guides, gypsy drivers, photographers and the tour
operators who get to see the tigers almost on the daily basis have a way of
associating with them. They are able to spot the unique markings on the
body of the majestic animal and assign names to identify and differentiate
one from other, Charger, Bokha, Bamera, Sita, Kankati and Lakshmi have
almost acquired the status of folklore heroes and heroines. Present days
Jobhi, Bheem, Mahaman, Teer, Chota Charger, Bamera son are in the
process of becoming one. There are also unofficial family trees being
meticulously maintained by different enthusiasts. Our interaction with park
guides, photographers, naturalists, tour operators threw up wonderful
missing links. We thought it proper to collate and compile the treasure of
knowledge and information locally and informally available. Simultaneously
we discovered error in reporting of certain tigers when it ventured into a new
territory, unless it allowed itself to be viewed and photographed in detail.

The tiger reserve has been able to identify 61 adults and 12 sub-adults/ cubs
and has assigned every tiger an ID as per the NTCA's guidelines, which is
not available in public domain. It dawned upon us that the fans, enthusiast
and lovers of this tiger reserve, blessed with one of the highest densities of
tigers, deserves more attention and its patrons should have more
information. This would not only help in better and more accurate reporting
but also monitoring and ultimately leading to better management. With this
objective it was decided to share the information like parentage, offspring,
siblings, local names, their photographs contributed by various enthusiasts
and mark or pattern used by them to identify the 24 individuals roaming in
the tourism zone. We sincerely thank all the contributors. Every photograph
bears the credit of the contributor in an abbreviated form. The detailed
credits are given at the end.

The task of creation of this reference book was made possible by the
devotion, energy, creativity and in depth knowledge about the Bandhavgarh
tigers of Dr B. Navaneethan, Ms Vidya Venkatesh, Shri Suraj Singh
Sendram, ACF and Shri Vishnu Patel, GIS operator, by devoting long hours
in the recently created tiger cell along with their team members.
